Show video explaining the relationship between independent or dependent. Hook of ordering a pizza on Papa Johns vs. Dominos vs. Pizza Hut. How does the amount of topping or size of pizza affect the overall cost?  How does it vary from place to place?

How Much Would That Specialty Pizza Cost (Parts 1 and 2)
